What you need to do:

Step 3: Select subjects for study in both  

semesters.

Important things to note: 

·  You must complete all  three steps within 

the timely re-enrolment period  to secure 

your place for 2010, and ensure you are 

not fined. 

·  You should still re-enrol if you are planning 

to take a leave of absence. 

·  If you change your mind, or find you have 

not passed the required prerequisite 

subjects once results are released, you 

will have until the second week of 

Semester 1, 2010 to change your subject 

enrolment.

Late re-enrolment 

21st November – 4th December (5pm) 

Incurs a $250 late re-enrolment fee.  

If you fail to re-enrol by the 4th December your 

enrolment will be cancelled.
